Please do not ask two-part questions – e.g. “How did you select your idea, and what is the most innovative thing about the idea you chose?”. Use two separate questions instead.
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	Please meet Joel! Joel has been diagnosed with:
· ADD
· Anxiety
· A mobility impairment
Joel often uses a mobility aid like a cane or wheelchair. If he chooses to stand during a presentation, he may need to sit down during the Q&A. 
Joel can require some patience when answering questions. He may find the day overwhelming and will need some time to gather himself if this happens.
	Please meet Alex! Alex’s pronouns are they/them. They have been diagnosed with:
· ASD
· Sensory processing disorder
· Low working memory
· Slow processing speed
Alex tries to remember their part but may have difficulty getting information out. 
Alex may not be able to understand or answer questions. They may find the day overwhelming and need to seek shelter with a support person.
